John A. Holmes Storm Damage Report.  Superintendent Allan Smith updated the board on the damage from a storm to the John A. Holmes Campus last week.  The roof was blown off block on a storage building, carpet and backdrop blown off graduation trailer, transformer and fiber optic cables blown down, roof, fiber optic cable, vinyl flashing damaged on modular huts 3 and 4, poles and conduit pulled over on new modular complex behind humanities building, damage to gutters on backside of band room, limbs out of trees over the entire campus, metal flashing rolled up on field house roof, set of bleachers from the tennis courts destroyed, fence on softball field pushed over from bleachers being blown into it, and guidewire broken out in front of mail building.  Damages to Hicks Field include cables that secures the backstop netting damaged, left field fence section destroyed and sponsor signs damaged, scoreboard side panels, concrete supports along the rest of standing fence cracked or leaning, two sections of the tin roof on grandstand and concession stand buckled, and field conditioner used on baseball field removed by the wind.
