Moseley Architects presented five options ranging from demolition of existing facility to new construction, and renovation/additions of existing facility.  
Moseley Architects will take the recommendations  of the committee by utilizing the existing two story wing, reducing traffic congestion from Broad Street by moving parking and public spaces to the back of the building, and keeping the media center close to academic areas and begin developing drawings for the board and committee.
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
