Your child’s health education program at school will include classes relating to Reproductive Health and Safety Education starting on DATE.  This date provides you as the parent 60 days to contact the office with any questions or concerns.  The curriculum will be available for you to review during this time.  All materials must be age appropriate for use with students, and the instruction must be objective and based on scientific research.    
Option 1.  Reproductive health and safety education topics will include

· All topics covered in abstinence-based reproductive health education.  See Option 2 for details.

· Transmission of sexually transmitted diseases;

· Effectiveness and safety of all Food and Drug Administration (FDA) approved methods of reducing the risk of contracting STDs;

· Information on local resources for testing and medical care for STDs;

· Rates of infections among pre-teens and teens of each know STD;

· The effects of contracting each STD; 

· Information about contracting the Human Papilloma Virus (HPV) including sterility and cervical cancer;

· Instruction on the effectiveness and safety of all FDA-approve contraceptive methods in preventing pregnancy;

· Healthy relationships;

· Sexual assault and sexual abuse, the causes of those behaviors, and risk reduction’

· Resources and reporting procedures if a student experiences sexual assault or sexual abuse; and

· Common misconceptions and stereotypes about sexual assault and sexual abuse.

Option 2.  Abstinence-based reproductive health education topics will include

· Factually accurate biological or pathological information related to human reproductive system;

· Reasons, skills, and strategies for remaining or becoming abstinent from sexual activity;

· Abstinence from sexual activity is the only certain means of avoiding out-of-wedlock pregnancy, sexually transmitted diseases including HIV/AIDS, and other associated health and emotional problems

Option 3.  Opt out of Option 1 and 2; complete alternative assignments in designated location.

Recognizing that the primary role of parents and guardians is providing for the health and well-being of their children, the school continues to maintain parental involvement and consent for their children’s instruction.
