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Before school starts each year, the principal shall determine which persons at the school will provide emergency first aid treatment for pupils injured in connection with school activities.  Emergency first aid treatment should be administered by school staff only until the student can receive attention by a person who has had medical training or experience.

No teacher, including student teachers, substitute teachers, voluntary teachers or teacher assistants, shall be required to administer drugs or medication or attend life saving techniques programs.
The principal shall determine, at the start of each school year, the persons to be designated, on a voluntary basis, to provide emergency first aid treatment to students and staff who receive an injury during the school day.

The designation by the principal, of persons who will provide emergency type services, shall take place only when the employee agrees to the assignment and successfully completes the appropriate training.
